Notes for Weddings

before choosing your music. Some faiths, houses of worship, or celebrants do not allow
secular (non-religious) music or particular selections. In addition, some may not permit
certain songs to be performed during the ceremony itself or performed outside the walls
of a house of worship.

* Some selections in the following list extend across multiple categories, and some
may defy definition. For instance, “The Angelical Hymn” can fit into several of the
categories, so you’ll find it in the Classical music category. It is a popular wedding
recessional selection, because it sounds like wedding bells. It will work with music from
any other category. You’ll find this song cross-referenced in other categories, too.

* Be sure to also check out the last category in this list, the music that falls under the
umbrella of “Not Necessarily Wedding Music”. These songs may have questionable
lyrics, and since Anne is only playing the melodies, you may still wish to select them for
your wedding festivities. Other music in this category, including jigs, reels, and marches,
may be best suited for receptions because they are played at a fast tempo.
